1. Latinx Engagement
a. Please provide details of your prior involvement or work with the Latinx/Hispanic
community in Maryland.

As an immigrant from Uruguay, I have been focused on giving back to the community that has
helped me get to the point where I am in my career today. It is an honor to be able to attend
events set up by key advocacy organizations in Montgomery County, such as the UpCounty Hub
distributing Easter Egg Baskets for Hispanic and Latinx families in Gaithersburg and
Germantown. During the COVID-19 Pandemic, I created a nonprofit, Learn it Together, to help



give free virtual tutoring classes to the children of essential workers, after speaking with many
familias in these events that explained to me the need for their children to get more personalized
and immediate academic support.

As a Delegate in the Maryland General Assembly, I have supported measures to increase English
as a second language course funding and the Access to Care Act while simultaneously
sponsoring legislation to increase opportunities and prosperity for the Hispanic and Latinx
community. A bill I have introduced in this session, the Climate Technology Founder’s Fund,
invests in climate technology start-ups with a prioritization towards minority-owned businesses,
helping grow local economies and support promising Hispanic and Latinx entrepreneurs in
Montgomery County.

Como inmigrante de Uruguay, me he concentrado en devolver a la comunidad que me ha
ayudado tanto para llegar al punto en el que me encuentro hoy en mi carrera. Es un honor poder
asistir a eventos organizados por organizaciones importantes en el Condado de Montgomery,
como el UpCounty Hub, que distribuye canastas de huevos de Pascua para familias hispanas y
latinas en Gaithersburg y Germantown. Durante la pandemia de COVID-19, yo creé¢ una
organizacion sin animo de lucro, ‘Learn it Together’, para ayudar a dar clases virtuales gratuitas
a los hijos de los trabajadores esenciales, después de hablar con muchas familias en estos eventos
que me explicaron la necesidad de que sus hijos recibieran un apoyo académico mas
personalizado e inmediato.

Como Delegado en la Asamblea General de Maryland, he apoyado medidas para aumentar la
financiacion de los cursos de inglés como segundo idioma y la Ley de Acceso a la Atencion
Médica, al tiempo que he patrocinado legislacion para aumentar las oportunidades y la
prosperidad de la comunidad hispana y latina. Un proyecto de ley que he presentado en esta
sesion, el Fondo de Fundadores de Tecnologia Climatica, invierte en empresas de tecnologia
climatica dando prioridad a las nuevas empresas que son propiedad de minorias, ayudando a
crecer las economias locales y apoyando a prometedores empresarios hispanos y latinos en el
condado de Montgomery.

2. Housing
a. According to a study done by Montgomery County planning, those who identify
as Hispanic/Latinx are more likely to pay more than 30% of their income on
housing than residents of the County overall. This is most pronounced for
Hispanic and Latinx renters, among whom 62% are burdened by housing costs.
What would be your solution for affordable and quality housing?

Housing is foundational to helping all Marylanders thrive, and is the bedrock upon which health,
nutrition, and economic opportunity are built. As Maryland’s next member of Congress, [ am



committed to ushering in historic investments in housing, bringing down costs for renters and
buyers for our Hispanic and Latinx communities across Montgomery County by cosponsoring
bills such as the American Housing and Economic Mobility Act. Meanwhile, I would support the
efforts of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development to shape housing policies
that create greater housing security for all Marylanders, no matter their economic situation or
immigration status.

As a Delegate in the Maryland General Assembly, I supported and voted in favor of Governor
Wes Moore’s Housing Expansion and Affordability Act and Housing and Community
Development Financing Act. These bills plan to bolster our supply of housing in Montgomery
County, particularly affordable housing and community development projects, providing the
necessary steps in Hispanic and Latinx communities to address critical housing issues. As your
Congressman, I would also support the Affordable Housing Credit Improvement Act, which
would encourage investment in the development and maintenance of affordable housing by
expanding the Low-Income Housing Tax Credit.

La vivienda es fundamental para ayudar a todos los habitantes de Maryland a prosperar, y es la
base sobre la que se construye la salud, la nutricion y las oportunidades econémicas. Como el
proximo miembro del Congreso de Maryland, me comprometo a marcar el comienzo de
inversiones historicas en vivienda, reduciendo los costos para alquiladores y compradores para
nuestras comunidades hispanas y latinas en todo el condado de Montgomery, co-patrocinando
proyectos de ley como la Ley de Vivienda y Movilidad Econémica de Estados Unidos. Mientras
tanto, yo apoyaria los esfuerzos del Departamento de Vivienda y Desarrollo Urbano de EE.UU.
para dar forma a las politicas de vivienda que crean una mayor seguridad para todos los
habitantes de Maryland, sin importar su situacion econémica o estatus migratorio.

Como Delegado en la Asamblea General de Maryland, apoy¢ al Gobernador Wes Moore y voté a
favor de sus Leyes de Expansion y Asequibilidad de la Vivienda y la Ley de Financiacion del
Desarrollo Comunitario y de la Vivienda. Estas leyes planean reforzar nuestra oferta de viviendas
en el condado de Montgomery, en particular viviendas asequibles y proyectos de desarrollo
comunitario, proporcionando los pasos necesarios en las comunidades hispanas y latinas para
abordar los problemas criticos de vivienda. Como congresista, también apoyaria la Ley de
Mejora del Crédito para Viviendas Asequibles, que fomentaria la inversion en el desarrollo y
mantenimiento de viviendas asequibles ampliando el Crédito Fiscal para Viviendas de Bajos
Ingresos.

3. Mental Health and health
a. How would you approach the need to both increase access to mental health
services among Latino residents and address the shortage of linguistically and



culturally competent mental health care professionals? Especially among Latino
youth?

As a member of Gen Z, I understand the urgency of the mental health crisis. As a Latino, I am
also conscious of how progress on mental health services has left behind minority communities.
As a legislator, I led efforts to provide debt forgiveness for mental health professionals in schools
and roll out the mental health crisis hotlines. In Congress, I will take similar steps and support
initiatives like the Improving Access to Mental Health Act and the Youth Mental Health and
Suicide Prevention Act that increase the affordability of mental health services for adults and
establish grants for high school mental health resources in underserved areas.

On health more broadly, every American deserves access to affordable, reliable healthcare,
regardless of their race or background. I support making Medicare an option for all, while
preserving access to private insurance for those who prefer it. Furthermore, understanding the
links between nutrition, housing, and health is essential to creating an equitable health care
system, and as such I will work to encourage insurance providers to invest in patient access to
these resources to create healthier communities. Ensuring these investments prioritize
underserved minority communities will be a major goal for me in office.

Como miembro de la Generacion Z, entiendo la urgencia de la crisis de salud mental. Cémo
latino, también soy consciente de como el progreso en los servicios de salud mental ha dejado
atras a las comunidades de minorias. Como legislador, dirigi los esfuerzos para proporcionar la
condonacion de la deuda para los profesionales de la salud mental en las escuelas y poner en
marcha las lineas telefonicas de crisis de salud mental. En el Congreso, tomaré medidas similares
y apoyare¢ iniciativas como la Ley de Mejora del Acceso a la Salud Mental y la Ley de Salud
Mental Juvenil y Prevencion del Suicidio, que aumentan la asequibilidad de los servicios de
salud mental para adultos y establecen subvenciones para los recursos de salud mental de los
institutos en zonas desatendidas.

En cuanto a la salud en general, todos los estadounidenses merecen tener acceso a una asistencia
sanitaria asequible y fiable, independientemente de su raza o antecedentes. Apoyo que Medicare
sea una opcion para todos, al tiempo que se mantiene el acceso a los seguros privados para
quienes lo prefieran. Ademas, comprender los vinculos entre nutricidon, vivienda y salud es
esencial para crear un sistema sanitario equitativo, y por ello trabajaré para animar a los
proveedores de seguros a invertir en el acceso de los pacientes a estos recursos para crear
comunidades mas sanas. Asegurar que estas inversiones den prioridad a las comunidades
minorias desatendidas serd uno de mis principales objetivos como Congresista.

4. Fentanyl



a. The fentanyl crisis has been devastating our community. In Montgomery County,
we have seen it disproportionately affect our Latinx/Hispanic youth. How do you
recommend that we address this issue?

The Fentanyl and broader Opioid crisis is an issue of particular importance to my district. In
2021, there were over 76,975 deaths attributed to opioids. This is a problem striking at the heart
of our communities, and [ am determined to take action against it. In the Maryland General
Assembly, I introduced and gained unanimous, bipartisan support to pass the Josh Siems Act to
dramatically improve fentanyl testing processes in Maryland hospitals. I have also introduced a
number of bills to make life-saving devices, such as NARCAN, more affordable and accessible
in the case of emergencies when an overdose is taking place.

If elected to Congress, I would look to similarly expand access to care and rehabilitation, while
supporting efforts such as the bipartisan Fentanyl Eradication and Narcotics Deterrence (FEND)
Off Fentanyl Act, a sanctions and anti-money laundering bill aimed at combating the illicit
fentanyl supply chain. My focus would be on stemming the flow of opioids which impact our
Hispanic and Latinx communities, but more importantly expanding services that provide
Americans the treatment and education they need to avoid overdoses and end addictions.

La crisis del fentanilo y de los opioides en general es una pregunta de importancia especial para
mi distrito. En 2021, se produjeron mas de 76,975 muertes atribuidas a los opioides. Se trata de
un problema que golpea el corazén de nuestras comunidades, y estoy decidida a actuar contra €l.
En la Asamblea General de Maryland, presenté y obtuve el apoyo undnime y bipartidista para
aprobar la Ley Josh Siems para mejorar drasticamente los procesos de analisis de fentanilo en los
hospitales de Maryland. También he presentado varios proyectos de ley para que los dispositivos
que salvan vidas, como el NARCAN, sean mas asequibles y accesibles en caso de emergencia
cuando se produce una sobredosis.

Si me eligen para el Congreso, trataria de ampliar de forma similar el acceso a la asistencia y la
rehabilitacion, al tiempo que apoyaria iniciativas como la Ley bipartidista de Erradicacion del
Fentanilo y Disuasion de Narcoticos (FEND), un proyecto de ley de sanciones y contra el
blanqueo de dinero destinado a combatir la cadena de suministro ilicita de fentanilo. Me
centraria en frenar el flujo de opidceos que afectan a nuestras comunidades hispanas y latinas,
pero sobre todo en ampliar los servicios que proporcionan a los estadounidenses el tratamiento y
la educacion que necesitan para evitar las sobredosis y acabar con las adicciones.

5. Education
a. Hispanic/Latinx students are the fastest-growing ethnic group in MCPS, with 34%
of the student population. The graduation gap of Latinx students has been



exacerbated since the COVID-19 pandemic. How would you address the truancy
rate in the Latino community and close achievement gaps?

Education is the greatest tool for economic mobility in America, and ensuring equal access has
been a top priority for me. My grandparents dropped out of high school to provide for their
families in Uruguay. My parents' ability to get a high school and college education, opened doors
for them that led my family to Maryland. My campaign for Delegate, and now for Congress,
earned the endorsement of the Maryland State Education Association because we demonstrated
our understanding of the importance of education and how it lifts up working families.

As Congressman, I will maintain strong standards for educator compensation, school quality, and
educational performance that will close achievement gaps for Latinx students in Montgomery
County, Maryland, and across the nation. I will support state education programs through the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act and provide investments towards bolstering budgets
for educator salaries and support systems. In Congress, I will focus on the roll-out of more
holistic school support services, recognizing schools’ potential to be hubs for nutrition, health,
mental health, and vocational development. In order to address social barriers in education, I will
ensure that schools are free of discrimination and proactively providing resources for language
learning programs.

La educacion es la mayor herramienta para la movilidad econémica en Estados Unidos, y
garantizar la igualdad de acceso ha sido una prioridad absoluta para mi. Mis abuelos
abandonaron la escuela secundaria para mantener a sus familias en Uruguay. La capacidad de
mis padres para obtener una educacion secundaria y universitaria, les abrid las puertas que
llevaron a mi familia a los Estados Unidos. Mi campaiia para Delegado, y ahora para
Congresista, obtuvo el respaldo de la Asociacion de Educacion del Estado de Maryland porque
demostramos nuestra comprension de la importancia de la educacion y de como eleva a las
familias trabajadoras.

Como Congresista, voy a mantener fuertes estandares de calidad para la compensacion de los
educadores, la calidad de la escuela, y el rendimiento educativo que cerrara las brechas de
rendimiento para los estudiantes latinos en el condado de Montgomery, Maryland, y en todo el
pais. Apoyaré los programas educativos estatales a través de la Ley de Educacion Primaria y
Secundaria y proporcionaré inversiones para reforzar los presupuestos para los salarios de los
educadores y los sistemas de apoyo. En el Congreso, me centraré en la puesta en marcha de
servicios de apoyo escolar mas holisticos, reconociendo el potencial de las escuelas para ser
centros de nutricion, salud, salud mental y desarrollo profesional. Para hacer frente a las barreras
sociales en la educacion, presionaré para garantizar que las escuelas estén libres de
discriminacién y proporcionen de forma proactiva recursos para programas de aprendizaje de
idiomas.



6. Crime
a. Studies show that crime is one of the most pressing issues for Latinx /Hispanic
voters. How will you work to both improve public safety, as crime is rising in our
communities, and make the criminal justice system in Montgomery County more
equitable?

A well-trained, well-funded, and well-regulated justice and policing system is critical to the
promotion of safe, prosperous neighborhoods. If elected, I intend to ensure this is the reality for
every community. To accomplish this requires ensuring law enforcement officers have the
resources required to effectively do their jobs, updating law enforcement policies to ensure
officers are trained by and adhere to policies that keep both them and members of the community
safe. Amending criminal codes and justice policies to end the disproportionate harm historically
done to the Hispanic and Latinx community, and other marginalized communities, is imperative.

As Delegate, | have addressed crime through a lens centered around equity and opportunity. By
supporting historic investments in education like the School Psychologist Recruitment Program
and the Blueprint for Maryland’s Future and growing our economy to support marginalized
communities, we will address the rise in crime at the root of the cause. As Congressman, I will
ensure that those members of our community in Montgomery County that feel the need to
commit a crime will instead graduate and apply for a job interview instead.

Un sistema judicial y policial bien formado, bien financiado y bien regulado es fundamental para
promover barrios seguros y prosperos. Si salgo elegido, me propongo garantizar que esto sea una
realidad para todas las comunidades. Para lograrlo, es necesario garantizar que los agentes del
orden dispongan de los recursos necesarios para realizar eficazmente su trabajo, actualizar las
politicas de aplicacion de la ley para garantizar que los agentes reciban formacion y se adhieran a
politicas que los mantengan seguros tanto a ellos como a los miembros de la comunidad. Los
codigos penales y las politicas de justicia tienen que ser modificados para poner fin al dafio
desproporcionado que histéricamente se ha hecho a la comunidad hispana y latina, y a otras
comunidades marginadas, es imperativo.

Como Delegado, he abordado la delincuencia desde una perspectiva centrada en la equidad y la
oportunidad. Apoyando inversiones historicas en educacion como el Programa de Contratacion
de Psicologos Escolares y el Plan para el Futuro de Maryland y haciendo crecer nuestra
economia para apoyar a las comunidades marginadas, abordaremos el aumento de la
delincuencia desde la raiz de la causa. Como Congresista, me aseguraré de que aquellos
miembros de nuestra comunidad en el condado de Montgomery que sientan la necesidad de
cometer un delito, se gradtien en su lugar y soliciten una entrevista de trabajo.



7. Business and economic prosperity
a. Small businesses are the engine of economic growth and are critical to the
financial health of the Latinx/Hispanic community. What would you do to
strengthen and create Latino-owned small businesses?

My grandfather spent his entire life growing a small business that transformed the life of my
family, and created good paying jobs that uplifted communities. Federal investments in Hispanic
and Latinx small businesses have enabled them to recover from COVID-19, but so many in
Montgomery County continue to struggle.

In Congress, I’ll support programs to increase capital and federal contracts for Hispanic-owned
businesses, and hold our federal agencies accountable for ensuring aid from the IRA, BIL, and
ARP reach our community’s businesses. I’ll make it a priority for our office to engage with the
Hispanic-owned small businesses in Montgomery County, to ensure they have full access to the
resources and programs they are eligible for and co-sponsor the Small Business Financing
Disclosure Act to protect small businesses from predatory lending practices. As Delegate, |
introduced bills such as the Climate Technology Founder’s Fund, which gives preferences to
minority-owned start-up businesses that need financial support addressing climate change in
Maryland. As your Representative, I will support similar legislation to continue investing in
small businesses and early-stage start-ups in Latinx and Hispanic communities in Montgomery
County.

Mi abuelo paso toda su vida creciendo una pequefia empresa que transformo la vida de mi
familia, y cre6 empleos bien pagados que levantaron comunidades. Las inversiones federales en
pequefias empresas hispanas y latinas les han permitido recuperarse del COVID-19, pero muchas
en el condado de Montgomery siguen luchando.

En el Congreso, apoyaré programas para aumentar el capital y los contratos federales para las
empresas de propiedad hispana, y responsabilizaré a nuestras agencias federales de garantizar
que la ayuda del IRA, BIL y ARP llegue a las empresas de nuestra comunidad. Voy a hacer una
prioridad que nuestra oficina trabaje con las pequefias empresas de propiedad hispana en el
condado de Montgomery, para asegurarse de que tienen pleno acceso y accesibilidad a los
recursos y programas federales. También voy a ser un co-patrocinador de la Ley de Divulgacion
de Financiacion de Pequenas Empresas para proteger a las pequenias empresas de las practicas de
préstamos abusivos. Como Delegado, presenté proyectos de ley como el Fondo de Fundadores
de Tecnologia Climatica, que da preferencia a las nuevas empresas propiedad de minorias que
necesitan apoyo financiero para hacer frente al cambio climatico en Maryland. Como su
Representante, apoyaré una legislacion similar para continuar invirtiendo en pequeiias empresas
y nuevas empresas en las comunidades latinas e hispanas en el condado de Montgomery.



8. Immigration
a. What programs or legislation do you think would best support our immigration
residents who do not have access to federal funding in Montgomery County?

Like many families in Montgomery County, my family immigrated to the United States and fell
in love with this country. Our country is one of immigrants, and immigration has enriched our
county, our state, and our country in countless ways.

In order to support our immigrants in Montgomery County and help them have more access to
federal funding, I will cosponsor the American Dream and Promise Act, which will provide
certain undocumented immigrants with a path to permanent resident status and receive access to
federal funding. I will support legislation to provide Earned Income Tax Credits and
professional licenses regardless of citizenship status as Representative in order to provide a
critical step in ensuring economic prosperity for immigration residents in Montgomery County.
As Delegate, I have supported healthcare, worker’s rights, and public higher education
accessibility to all, and will continue to support legislation that will make federal funding more
accessible for our immigration residents in Montgomery County.

Como Delegado, he apoyado la asistencia sanitaria,
los derechos de los trabajadores, y la accesibilidad de la educacién superior publica para todos, y
continuaré apoyando la legislacion que hard que la financiacion federal sea mas accesible para
nuestros residentes de inmigracion en el Condado de Montgomery.



9. Asylum
a. Do you support a comprehensive immigration reform that better supports and
protects those who have been displaced by war and seek asylum? If elected, what
would your priorities be to change our current system?

My top immigration priority in Congress will be standing up for DACA recipients. As your
Representative, I would be a staunch supporter of the DREAM and PROMISE Act, providing a
pathway to citizenship for Dreamers, TPS, and DED recipients. I would join Congressional
Hispanic Caucus members in fighting for migrants at our border to be treated with dignity and
respect. | firmly believe we can have a safe border while respecting the humanity of those fleeing
violence, poverty, conflict, and persecution. Finally, I would advocate for the human rights of all
immigrants in our country, regardless of citizenship status. As Delegate, I supported the Access
to Care Act and would proudly support a similar initiative as Congressman.

In Congress, I will promote an increased focus on trade relations in Latin America. I will
advocate for stronger diplomatic relations with our allies, and work to provide development aid
alternatives to China’s risky Belt and Road Initiative projects prioritizing improvements in
education, civil society, infrastructure, and local economies. I will also support the Biden
Administration’s efforts to deepen investments in the Northern Triangle, helping build prosperity
and economic opportunity, while promoting security and stability in the region.
